- will provide respite stays for those who are eligib
- will provide services in both English and French.
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Who is it for?

The Guest House is intended to offer caregiveradi¥iduals with

dementia a break from the stresses of caregivingrdviding a specially

designed environment and program for their loveelsomho live in the
Champlain Region (Eastern Counties, Ottawa andrenTounty).

How long can a guest stay’

- Guests may stay overnight and up to 90 days ireayear period
(April 1*'to March 31).

- Guests may stay a few hours contingent upon ocoypamd would be

required to pay the full co-payment fee.

- Guests already registered may also be accommoftateddden and
unplanned emergencies.

- Whenever possible, flexibility in booking will be@mmodated.

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What is the admission
procedure for the
Guest House?

- An onsite visit to the Guest House for both thesparwith dementia

and their caregiver may be arranged.

Once a booking is made, an appointment will bengyed before
admission.

The caregiver will be given a Personal Care Boosaimplete which
will assist the staff to develop an individualizaeldn of care for the
prospective guest.

First time admissions take place Monday to Fridagrdy the day.
Individuals known to the Guest House may be adohitte the
weekend.

What are the Admission
Criteria for staying in the
Guest House?

- A clear diagnosis of irreversible dementia.

Individuals in the early to mid-stage of dementil e accepted.
Completed a CCAC assessment within 6 months ofrsgaat the
Guest House.

Living in the community with an informal caregiver.

Living in the Champlain Region.

- A valid Ontario Health Card number.

Individuals must be medically stable.

Individuals with physical disabilities may be ebtg. Individuals in
wheelchairs are accepted if they are able to wdight.

Individuals at risk of harming themselves or otheald not be
eligible for the Guest House.

Individuals who require full assistance with adies of daily living
because of dementia would not be eligible. Respigéailable in long
term care homes for clients requiring this levehss$istance.

How much does it cost to
stay in the Guest House?

The cost per night to the guest is $32.37. The ethea of the cost is
subsidized by the Provincial Government.

Subsidies may be available for individuals who regtinancial
assistance to pay the guest co-payment.

The daily rate covers accommodation in a privateravith a 3-piece
bathroom, all meals and snacks, personal launidin | housekeeping
services and all program activities. Guests hagduh use of the
common spaces in the Guest House — living, dirfengjly room, and
kitchen as well as a safe and secure outdoor yard.
